In the past, NPES students have been required to complete a story board for our annual Reading Fair. This year, while each student will need to choose and complete one project, 2 options will be given. Please read the front and back of this letter carefully and indicate which option your child will complete. Return the response portion by Thursday, November 1st. Projects will be due Monday, November 26, 2018 (3rd and 4th) or Tuesday, November 27, 2018(K, 1st and 2nd).  Judging will take place Wednesday, November 28, 2018. 





OPTION 1 – Reading Fair Story Board


What is a reading fair?


An opportunity for students to share their favorite fiction book (made up story) or non-fiction narratives through a storyboard display.  Students must identify story elements such as characters and plot, and can also be creative in decorating their board to illustrate the theme of the story.  Grades 3rd and 4th may also choose to compete as an individual in the informational non-fiction category. Refer to MDE Reading Fair Information on our website.





Does it have to be a library book?


The answer is no.  A book can be one from the school library, public library, or purchased elsewhere.  We just ask that the book be appropriate for the child’s reading and grade level. 1st through 4th grade students are required to read a book and take an Accelerated Reader (AR) quiz on it as part of their 9 weeks grade.  While the book does not have to come from the library, it must be AR. You can use � HYPERLINK "http://www.arbookfind.com/" �http://www.arbookfind.com/� to find out if the book has an AR test. 





What is a storyboard?


A storyboard looks similar to a science fair board (tri-fold board) and allows the students to display story elements from the book they chose.  According to the Mississippi Department of Education requirements the board must be no larger than 36”H x 48”W.  Projects may be submitted on poster board rather than tri-fold boards, but will NOT be eligible for judging.  Storyboards used in previous years will not be accepted.   According to the Mississippi Department of Education Reading Fair Guidelines, a storyboard must contain the following information:


Title


Author


Publisher and Publication date


Setting – place and time of story


Main Characters – only those important to the story


Plot summary – brief summary (not retelling) of what the story is about and what takes place


Conflict – the problem of the story


Solution or Resolution – how the problem is resolved


Author’s Purpose – why the author wrote the story (to entertain, inform, persuade, or a combination).


Tone or Mood – the tone affects the feelings of the reader or how the author wants the reader to feel when reading the story.
